 9. Candidate must bring legibly printed admit Card with recent coloured 
self-attested photo pasted on it at mark B and one identity proof with 
photo viz. Driving License, Voter Card, Aadhar Card, Passport etc. 
at the Examination Centre failing which candidate will not be allowed 
to take the examination.

 10. Candidates are advised to make sure to fill the correct particulars on 
the OMR answer sheet i.e. Candidate Name, Father’s Name, Mother’s 
Name, Exam Centre Code, Date of Examination, session,  Roll Number, 
Question Booklet Number. The candidate himself/herself will be solely 
responsible for all the consequences arising out of any error or omission 
in writing these details. Candidate shall put his/her LTI (Male) and RTI 
(Female) on attendance sheet, on the OMR answer sheet and on the 
Biometric Machine along with signature.

 11. Candidates are warned not to fold or make any stray marks on the omR 
Answer Sheet. After filling the omR answer sheet, use of eraser, Nail, 
Blade, White fluid/Whitener etc., to smudge, scratch or damage on 
the omR answer sheet during examination in any manner is strictly 
prohibited. Candidature and omR answer sheet of candidates using 
Eraser, Blade, Nail or White fluids/Whitener to smudge, scratch or 
damage in any manner, shall be cancelled. 

 12. Candidates are warned not to carry handkerchief, any mobile 
phone, any type of watch, belt, electronic or communication 
device, Pen, Pencil, Eraser, Sharpener and Correcting Fluid, wear 
ornaments like ring, chain, earring etc. in the examination centre. 
If any candidate is found possessing any such item, he/she will 
not be allowed to enter in the examination centre. Possession of 
mobile phone or any other aiding material as mentioned above  
inside the examination room will be treated as serious violation and 
it will amount to cancellation of the candidature and debarring him/
her from future examination.

13.  Candidate’s request to change the examination centre and seat in 
the Examination Hall shall not be entertained.

14. The scanned photograph of the candidate on his/her Admit Card or 
attendance sheet will be tallied with the candidate appearing in the 
examination by the invigilator. In the event of any discrepancy in the 
identification and verification of the candidate and photographs, the 
candidate shall not be allowed to sit in the examination and be liable for 
criminal prosecution.

 15. Candidates have to fill one option compulsorily out of five options 

given with only Blue/Black Ball pen provided by the Commission. 

Pencil should not be used for darkening the circle. 

 16. No candidate shall be allowed to go to the toilet/washroom during 
first and last thirty minutes of the examination. No candidate shall 
be allowed to leave the examination centre before completion of the 
examination.

 17. No candidate will be allowed to leave the OMR Answer Sheet blank. If any 
OMR Answer Sheet is found blank, it shall be crossed by the invigilator 
with his/her signature and the invigilator will also mention “Cancelled” 
on it.

 18. The answer sheet will be evaluated through electronic scanning 
process. Incomplete or incorrect entries may render the OMR answer 
Sheet invalid.

 19. If a candidate does not comply with the instructions as mentioned 
above or creates any kind of indiscipline, the Commission shall take 
action as per instructions and in addition can also debar the candidate 
from appearing in the Examination, to be held in future and can also 
file criminal proceedings.

 20.  in case of any discrepancy between the english and hindi 
versions of any question, the english version will be treated as 
final/authentic.
